Whilst salaries rose throughout
2008, we expect to see Dubai
in-house salaries level out this
year. Dubai has become a buyers
market for employers, candidates
wishing to remain in Dubai have
relatively little choice but to
accept what is on offer. Slowing
retail and housing markets have
also depressed salaries. Abu Dhabi
government projects continue

to pay higher salaries and with a
continued shortage of high
calibre talent in Abu Dhabi, we
expect in-house salaries to rise
again in 2009, with a focus on
larger accommodation allowances.

Comment

Dubai agency salaries rose sharply
during Q3 and Q4 of 2008.
However, the recent steadying

of inflation and widespread
redundancies have halted pay rises.
Abu Dhabi agencies still struggle
to attract highly skilled corporate
PR practitioners partly because
they are paid so much more
in-house, particularly in big
budget government projects. We
therefore expect agency salaries to
continue to rise in Abu Dhabi

in 2009.
